Brooches

Most of the brooches found in Kalkriese are Aucissa brooches of/in various forms and qualities, some are made of iron. Apart from two pre-Roman forms, spiral brooches “Knickfibeln” of the types Almgren 19 as well as “Augenfibeln” constitute the second largest group of brooches found in Kalkriese. In addition the types Almgren 22, one iron brooch (a soldiers brooch in the form of the eingliedrige Drahtfibel), Hülsenspiralfibeln of the type Langton-Down, Omegafibeln and one small round pierced Scheibenfibel with a hinge round of the spectrum of brooches.
